3) “Installation owner” shall mean private entrepreneur or a legal person, the activity of which is not terminated due to liquidation, being in the process of financial rehabilitation or bankruptcy, which possesses or legally uses on the territory of Ukraine for the period of implementation of the project a workshop, assembly unit, apparatus or any other installation, operation of which causes greenhouse gases anthropogenic emissions and/or their reduction. The set of documents, accompanying this project proposal include: а) notary certified copy of the Statute of the Installation owner; b) notary certified copy of State Registration of the Installation owner; c) notary certified copy of tax registration certificate of the Installation owner; d) notary certified copy of certificate of incorporation into the Uniform State Register of Enterprises and Entrepreneurs of Ukraine of the Installation owner; e) certified by the executive or chief accountant copies of the balance-sheet and profit and loss statement of the Installation owner for the last accounting year; f) certified by the executive copies of the documents proving ownership right or title for legal use of the installation for the period of implementation of the project, g) certificates of opening bank accounts as well as the accounts in the State Treasury.
4) “Project manager” shall mean state or public utility entity, empowered or established by the Project applicant to develop, implement and administer the projects, which  include in their respective frames similar-type installations and these installation are possessed by public sector entities and/or by other Installation owners. The set of documents, accompanying this project proposal include: а) notary certified copy of the Statute of the Project manager; b) notary certified copy of State Registration of the Project manager; c) notary certified copy of tax registration certificate of the Project manager; d) notary certified copy of certificate of incorporation into the Uniform State Register of Enterprises and Entrepreneurs of Ukraine of the Project manager; e) certified by the executive or chief accountant copies of the balance-sheet and profit and loss statement of the Project manager for the last accounting year (not needed for newly established Project manager); f) certificates of opening bank accounts as well as the accounts in the State Treasury; g) list of public sector entities and/or Installation owners included in the project. 
5)   Copy of pre-feasibility study is submitted with the project proposal.
6)  Copy of business-plan is submitted with the project proposal. Business-plan shall include pre-feasibility study, project implementation schedule, procurement plan, financing plan, estimation of greenhouse gases emission reductions and/or other polluting gases/agents, assessment of other benefits (ecological, social, etc) of the project. 
7)  Copy of feasibility study and business-plan are submitted with the project proposal. 
8) Certificate proving that detailed project design documentation is in place, copy of feasibility study and business-plan are submitted with the project proposal.
9) Certificate of the status of project implementation, copy of feasibility study and business-plan are submitted with the project proposal. 
10) Calculations of greenhouse gases emission reductions shall be made up to 2020. 
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
